This term, we begin with the story of King David, whose anointing forms the basis of the traditions and rituals that we will witness in the Coronation of King Charles III, an historic moment in the life of our nation. We look to David’s life for some inspiration about being a leader, and being human, but above all how God called him a ‘man after his own heart’. We will also look beyond his life to the lives of other leaders, from all walks of life and different parts of the world, marking some key dates in the religious calendar and thinking about what their lives teach us about being a leader. We also think about people in our own schools who are leaders, including our pupils – and what wise advice we might want to pass on.
